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The Foundation has had a satisfactory year.

The amount disbursed exceeded the Foundation’s income for the same period by $76,409.00.  Further, revaluation of investments to market value plus foreign currency losses, have resulted in an overall negative position for the Foundation of $280,799.00 such that the total worth of the Foundation now stands at $1,949,218.00

In response to this the Foundation has formulated and adopted a budget to underpin and govern its Grant Application process so that it can seek to sustain its disbursement policy in these continuing straightened economic times.

For the year ahead this will still leave the Foundation with a deficit of $30,000.  The amount required to make this good will need to come from consumption of capital. The Foundation needs to be clear that it is comfortable with, and in support of this policy. 

Continuation of negotiations with the Duncan Family Trust allowed the completion of the arrangement to fund a Doctoral Scholarship in Neuromuscular Research. This will be the Foundation’s first venture into joint funding arrangements and draws on the Foundation’s demonstrated reputation as a funder of repute and reliability. If successful, other initiatives may follow.

Guardian Trust continues the management of the Foundation’s portfolio. The general economic climate remains difficult. Naylor Lawrence and Associates Ltd continue to provide secretariat services for the Foundation.
